William W. Gisner was the son of Jacob Gisner and Eleanor Hickey.  His siblings were Isaac, Jacob, 
Oscar, Amelia (Howards), George, and Albert.  His brothers Isaac, Jacob, Oscar and Albert also served
in the Civil War, Oscar being a bugler in the 1tth Pennsylvania Calvary Regiment, and Isaac and Jacob 
served in the 142nd Pennsylvania Infantry Regiment, and Albert served in the 76th Pennsylvania Infantry 
Regiment.

William W. Gisner enlisted on 31 August 1861 into the 11th Pennsylvania Cavalry Regiment, and 
discharged on 1 September 1864.  Company K was composed of men from Luzerne County, 
Pennsylvania.  In 1889 William applied for a pension, and the pension paperwork was the source of his 
death date.

Based on California cemetery and census records it appears that at the time of his death William 
Gisner was living with or visiting his sister-in-law Anna Price Gisner's children, Albert, Arthur, and Anna,
while they were living in California.  The siblings appear together in the 1920 Census in Huntington 
Park, Los Angeles County, California.
