George W Morris age 25 and born in Greene County, Illinois enlisted a a Wagoneer in Co A, 
122nd Illinois US Infantry on 9 August 1862 at Carlinville, Macoupin County, Illinois for a period 
of 3 years. He mustered in 4 September 1862 at Carlinville.  He was taken prisoner at 
Humboldt, Gibson County, Tennessee 20 December 1862, was paroled and sent home.  

George W Morris's great grandfather is reported to be Robert Morris who was one of the signers of the 
Declaration of Independence.  Robert Morris was also considered to be the “Financier of the 
Revolution” contributing his own money in support of the troops.

George W Morris died at Patton State Hospital, Riverside County, California.
